She also served a joint duty at the Federal Bureau of Investigation’s Terrorist Screening Center as the
Deputy Director for Intelligence and Mission Development, and at the National Security Council’s
Transborder Security Directorate as the Director for Identity Management and Biometrics Policy.

Ms. Johnson has received two NCTC Director’s awards, an NSC Service Medallion, and an ODNI
